. Take a left at the rst four-way stop onto Tin Cup Rd. The streets may not be labeled

at this intersection, but there should be a Lake of the Woodsgn pointing in the correct
direction. (Continue 0.7 mi)

At this point, start looking for the balloons.

. Go left after Tin Cup Rd dead ends at Lake of the Woods Rd. (Guinue 0.2 mi)

. Take the rst right and enter Lake of the Woods Park. This tun can be di cult to see,

but it is just at the top of the rst small hill. If you go over I- 74, you've gone too far.
(Continue 0.2 mi to the pavilion)

Follow the park's signs and the balloons to Lake of the Wds Pavilion. Turn right into
the pavilion's parking lot, which is at a stop sign immediatly before the road goes over
a small dam.

Travel

There are a variety of ways to get to Champaign. Also, Urbanaral Champaign are
contiguous, so don't be confused by the fact that there is oninformation about Champaign,
and not Urbana.

1. Air
Chicago
After ying to O'Hare or Midway Airport, you don't have to ren t a car in order to
get to Champaign. One option is to take an Amtrak train from Urnon Station in
downtown Chicago to downtown Champaign. The Orange Line ohe rail-based
Chicago transit system runs from Midway Airport to within 3 blocks of Union
Station. The Blue Line runs from O'Hare Airport to within 3 blocks of Union
Station.

There is also a shuttle service, LEX (www.lincolnlandexpss.com), that runs di-
rectly from both Chicago airports to Champaign ($50 one way) Jacob has used
LEX and has always ridden in middle-aged Dodge vans of mod&acomfort.

Indianapolis

The airport at Indianapolis will often be more a ordable to use than O'Hare and
is always much less hectic. However if you y to Indianapoljsthe only way to
Champaign is by car (a two-hour drive).

Champaign

Willard Airport is on the outskirts of Champaign. It is easy to get a taxi or public
bus service from Willard into town. Eastland Suites also o es a complimentary
shuttle service. You may call ahead to schedule a pickup, os@ it on a rst come,
rst serve basis.

2. Train
Champaign has an Amtrak (www.amtrak.com) station with serice three times a day
to and from Chicago. Amtrak tickets are reasonably priced,lps trains are much more
pleasant to ride than driving through the Chicago megalop@. Jesse and Jacob have
taken a number of day trips to Chicago with the comfort of rail So if you can get a
train to Chicago, then it should be easy to get a train to Champign. Once you've
arrived in Champaign, there are always taxis in front of therain station.

3. Car
Champaign is at the intersections of I-74, I-57 and I-72. 147runs between Indianapolis
and Peoria, lllinois. 1-57 runs from Chicago to Cairo, lllimis. 1-72 runs from Spring eld,
lllinois to Champaign.

By car from Champaign, Chicago is 2{1/2 to 3 hours and Indianaolis is 2 hours.
